JOB SUMMARY 

The Café Associate is responsible for greeting customers in the cafe, cooking food based on orders, cashiering, 
helping bus tables, dishwashing, receiving and checking in product, and cleaning as needed in accordance with 
all Health & Safety Standards.  

 

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS  (in order of priority with the percentage of time spent on each) 

95% General Summary of Responsibilities: 
• Provides customer service at every point of contact. 
• Performs daily café cashiering, ensuring security of cash throughout each business day. 
• Prepares and cooks food based on menu selection and daily specials. 
• Receives and checks-in product as necessary. 
• Follows proper food handling procedures, possess basic knowledge in the use and 

maintenance of various kitchen operations including but not limited to the grill, oven, and 
microwave. 

• Takes visitors’ food orders including cross promotion of museum events and programs. 
• Relays visitor comments, suggestions and requests to appropriate staff. Answers general 

museum questions as able, relaying others to appropriate staff or volunteers. 
• Assists with bussing the tables, dishwashing and keeping the café clean and stocked. 



• Properly store food at the end of the day in designated containers and storage areas to prevent 
spoilage, portion and wrap the food, or place it directly on plates for service to patrons. 

• Supports closing duties, including storing all reusable goods, breaking down goods, cleaning 
all equipment and areas, returning equipment to proper locations, restocking items, turning off 
lights, locking doors, and completing daily cleaning checklist.
